WALT: Write a setting description
Today we will be using the ideas from yday to write our opening paragraph for our chapter.

The chapter will open: ‘Breathlessly clambering up the pebbly shore,……’
Can you begin your sentences in different ways by using a variety of fronted adverbials?(See word bank on dojo)  Can you use similes, metaphors and onomatopoeia within you sentences? Can you use direct speech?
Write at least 5-6 sentences for your opening paragraph.
Extension: Read back through your opening paragraph and edit using your purple pen. Can you add in any detail you may’ve missed? E.g punctuation, fronted adverbials, direct speech, similes, metaphors, onomatopoeia?

WALT: Describe a setting. Today we will be describing the forest the chn travel through in preparation for our next paragraph.  It is in the forest, where the chn come across a fire breathing dragon guarding the base of the hill! Record the senses(see, hear, smell, touch, taste) headings.Watch video: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=xNN7iTA57jM (Its 3 hours long so just a few mins is fine!)
